There are buying guides for every product. There are two kinds of watch sellers online -- authorized dealers and unauthorized dealers. You can safely go ahead with the former and provide your credit card details. All these dealers have official websites for both watch experts as well as manufacturers. You must needs to be cautious of purchase your watches from unauthorized dealers, An unauthorized dealer is always ready to sell you watch that fit in the gray market category. In fact the most leading brand companies do not permit the sale their watches on such websites. Before making a purchase, It is essential that you should confirm and reconfirm the authenticity of both the watch and the dealer while you go on a purchase. Some facts that should get you suspicious:- Some of the watch dealer dragging their feet to provide information about the origin of the watch. This is an indication that the dealer has little knowledge of products that he is getting rid of. In contrast, an authorized dealer will be well versed with the watches being sold on his site. - Dealers may fails to produce an authenticity certificate. A descent dealer will never hesitate to sell their watch. He will provide you authenticity certificate verified from a jeweler. - Refusal of dealer to provide photographs of the watch you intend to purchase. This will make dealer worried that you may compare the watch details with the official catalogue or brochure and make out if the watch is genuine or not.-Mysterious bidders if the watch is being sold in an auction. Often a con artist may create several identities and bid for his own fake watch to fool you into believing that it is a true product.
